1. THIS COURT ORDERS that the time for service of the Notice of Motion and the 

Motion Record is hereby abridged and validated so that this Motion is properly returnable 

today and hereby dispenses with further service thereof.

27, 2021, respectively, as appended to the Fourth Report, be and hereby are approved.
