CONSIDERING Cestar College’s motion to withdraw the Asset Purchase Agreement (APA), exhibit R-3, from the
court record pursuant to article 108 (2) CCP, or alternatively to request that the exhibit be placed under seal;

CONSIDERING the Monitor's consent to the application and the fact that the debtors do not oppose it;

CONSIDERING that the sealing order governing the APA expired on June 30, 2022 upon the conclusion of the
transaction;

CONSIDERING that the creditors and interim lenders are parties to the CCAA proceedings and have not all agreed
to the withdrawal of the APA as an exhibit;

CONSIDERING that article 108 (2) does not therefore avail to the applicant;

CONSIDERING the principle that these proceedings are public and that the court record, or parts of it, will only be
placed under seal if the Court is convinced that there is a public interest in maintaining the confidentiality of
information (Sierra Club of Canada; Sherman Estate),

CONSIDERING that although the applicant’s motion alleges the APA contains “sensitive commercial information” it
has not demonstrated that a sealing order “is necessary in order to prevent a serious risk to an important interest”
(Sierra Club, p 543) '

CONSIDERING the APA and its schedules contain personal information concerning students and employees of the
purchased colleges which is worthy of protection;
